C) Agree to criminal background
investigation conducted by the
Kansas Bureau of Investigation or
an investigative agency deemed
appropriate by the Election Board
on each prospective candidate.

D) NOT have been convicted of a
felony within the five years prior
to the date of the election.

E) If elected, agree to the Drug-Free
Workplace Policy and consent to
drug testing.

F) Submit a Declaration of Candidacy
Form to the Election Board Office
no later than Friday, Dec. 16,2016
at4:00 PM.
